COURSE DESCRIPTION

A rigorous Fall semester course designed for senior undergraduate or graduate students with an interest in
human physiology and the medical sciences as pertains to pregnancy, fetal, and neonatal life. This course will continue
from the Reproductive Physiology Section of Human Physiology (MEDS3026/MCP7000). Emphasis will be placed on
Physiological homeostasis during pregnancy and the early neonatal period in health as well as disruptions found in some
disease processes. Course content will include Maternal Physiological Adaptation, Fetal and Neonatal Physiology
of the major organ systems.

The course will be textbook based and include other text resources available on-line or provided. Assessment will
be through written Exams (covering lecture & reading material) and writing assignments. Pre-Requisite: To take this
course you must have taken the following Course MEDS3026 or MCP7000 Human Physiology min grade B-. Courses
with similar content coverage and rigor may be sufficient (e.g., Medical Level Physiology), please contact the course
director.

2. Distinguish and interpret differences in maternal verses fetal physiologic function.
3. Integrate symbiotic physiological function between the mother and fetus.

4. Compare and evaluate normal physiological adaptations and responses at the basic level in the
maternal and fetal systems.

5. Describe and explain the adaptations in physiological function between the human fetus and neonate.
